Introduction

In 2003, Madison County {County), Illinois, and its communities created a Co-Permittee Group
to join forces in eomplying with the National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES)
for Municipal Separate Storm Sewer Systems (MS4) Phase II requirements. As stated in the
original 2003 Notice of Intent (NO1), the County and the Co-Permittee eommunities were to pool
resources and work together to comply with the commitments made within the NOI for the
benefit of all within the Couaty.

The Co-Permittee Group was active during this reporting period. Significant progress was made

sharing Best Management Practices (BMPs) for document retention, outfall mapping, operation
procedures, and maintenance activities.

Best Marnagement Practice (BMP) Sumrmary of 2009-2010 Activities

In 2003, each member of the Co-Permittee Group submitted a NOI in complianee with the first
S-year cycle. In 2008, a NOI was submitted in complianee with the next S-year cycle, as written
in the first MS4 permit. The 2009 NOl was submitted in compliance with additional
requirements of the Ilinois Environmental Protection Ageney (JEPA) in the second MS4 permit.
As stated in the 2003, 2008, and 2009 NOI, each Co-Permitice Member identified certain
activities to comply with the Phase Il requirements. Below is an abbreviated summary of the
BMPs that were written in the NOI for each of the minimum control measures.

March 2009-February 2010:

1) A.1- Brochures incorporating green infrastructure and other related BMPs were to be
published and displayed by each community in a public place.

2) A.4- Madison Couaty was to sponsor an annual booth at the County Fair. The purpose of
the booth was to distribute educational materials and gage the awareness of stormwater
issues. The number of informational tracts distributed was to be tracked and a summary
of public comments were to be provided to the Madison County Stormwater Master

Planning Committee.
3) A.5 No specific milestone was specified in the NOI for 2009.

4) B.3- Communities were to participate in the Metro East Stormwater Committee meetings
to be sponsored by County. This was an existing organization for Madison and St. Clair
Counties to discuss regional stormwater issues.

5) B.3- A Co-Permittee Group of Madison County MS4 communities already exists. This
Group was to meet at selected frequencies to share BMPs, complete reports, and provide
training.

6) B.6- Communities were to participate in three programs sponsored by the County
ineluding: Inlet Stenciling, Annual Stream Clean-up Day, and Stormwater Hotline,
Communities werc responsible for tracking participation.

7) C.1- Communities were to complete survey gaps in the mapping of outfall locations at
recciving streams. Stream observations were to be performed at bridge overpasses to
inspect for illicit discharges.

8) C.2,9- The County was to complete a survey of ordinance information to address illegal
dumping, sanitary and septic system sewer sources, industrial sources, detection
reporting, and enforcement procedures.

9) C.5- Communities were to completc the process of placing stencil inarkers on stormwater
inlets.

10)D.1, E.2, D.4, E.4- Madison County through the creation of a Stormwater Mastcr
Planning Committee (55 ILCS 5/5 1062.2) was to create ordinance updates that
addressed construction site runoff issues.

11) D.5- The County was (o continue o maintain a hotline number to address public concems
related to stormwater issues.

12)D.6, E.5- The County was to sponsor training courses for construction site inspectors.
The training courses were to address specific technical issues regarding construction site
runoff, post development, and green infrastructure. It was to covcr somne non-technical
requirements conceming enforcement issucs. The training is intended to give the
inspectors information they need to complete site inspections.

13) F.1- Communities were to participate in an annual training program for employees whose
Jjob activities potentially impact stormwater runoff. The training was to focus on BMPs
and documentation requirements.

14) F.6- Communities were to review and modify municipal operation written documentation
as needed to incorporate BMPs and to specifically address fleet and road maintenance,
storage and handling, salting, and ditch maintenance activities.

September 17, 2008, Nature Day was held in Alhambra, IL where over 500 fifth grade students from three schools attended and were educated on the roles
and responsibilities that the County has taken to fight stormwater pollution. The students also Isarnad about what they should do to be safe and how to
address illlcit dischargas,

The annual Water Stewardship Festival was held at Lewls & Clark Community College in Gadfrey, IL on May 8, 2009, Over 600 fifth grade students from 15
schools in Madison County took part In the event, that is now headling Into it’s eighth year. The event was sponscred by Madison County and a representative
from the County's Stormwater Office was on hand to glve a presentation to the students on starmwater issues. During the Water Festival, RIN Group sat up
a tisplay teble with an interactiva mode] that demonstrated nonpolnt source pollution. The display included maps that listed various streams that are on the
303(d) list. RJN went over the 303(d) stream, lake or river near each community's achool and what causes these water bodies to become impairad. RJIN then
demonstrated the interactive madel and handed out educational materials and green infrastructure information for the teachers to diecuss in the classroom.

During both the Water Stewardshlp Festival and Nature Day, educational materials are handed out such as stormwater brochures, pencils, and rulers that
display the County's Stormwater Hotline phone number.

The Madison County Soll and Water Conservation District assists with the educational requirements through a number of initiatives. They provide historic
aerial maps, flood maps, topography maps, soll type maps, and other data resourcas. These resources are used by students, developers, environmental and
englneering firms, and individuals. The Soil Survey for Madison County was digitized in 2002 and is now available at no cost. Each year the Sail and Water
District provide monetary awards to the best conservation 4-H project at the Madison County Falr. This has allowed school aged children to tearn different
methods of conservation and how It could potentlally benefit stormwater quallty and quantity. The Madisan, St. Clair, and Monroe County Soil and Water
Districts sponsored an "Envirathon," composed of teame from area high schools. This is an environmental field competition that tests students in six areas of
natural resource management. Six schools from Madison and two from &t. Clalr County took part in the competition. Trad High Schaal in Madison County
won the County competition in 2008,

The Madison Caunty Soil and Watar District also supplies literature to schools and organizations for Earth Day and Arbor Day. The literature includes themes
such as conservation and stormwater. Through funding from the Madison County Farm Bureau, the University of Illincis Exteneion Office, and the Madison
County Soil and Water District, an educetional coordinator works to deliver prasentations and supply schools with [iterature related to stormweter pollution.
During the 2008-2010 schaal year, presentations were given to 97 fourth grade classes at 34 different Madison County Schools. The presentation Is titled
Conaarvation, Agricultural Resources, and Environmental Education (CAREE).

ADDITIONAL INFORMATION

Community Events

Throughout the year, Madison County sponsored many community events that couid positively impact stormwater quality, These activities included a
household hazardous waste collaction drive, recycling drop-off points throughout the County, and electronic recycling drives. These activities encourage
public participation to prevent pollutants from getting into the sanitary and storm sawer systam. Attachment 1 is a list of iterns that wers collected during the
housshold hazardous waste collection drive on September 26, 2009. The drive was pald for by Madison County. The itemns were dropped o in Wood River,
IL and disposed of by Heritage Environmental Services, LLC in St. Louis, MO.

Seven drop-off locations ware used by residents of the County to recycle kems such as: paper, cardboard, plastic, and glass botllss. Over 891 tons of
recyclable materlals were collected from thase drop-off points. This represants ovar 283 tons more than what was ¢ollected in 2008, The Slerra Club also
sponsored an electronics recycling driva in two Medison County communitles: Alton and Collinsville. The drives collected items such as appliances, car
batteries, computers, phones, home electronics, and jawn mowers. The drive In Collinaville was attended by 218 cars and over 21 tons wers dropped off. The

drive in Alton was co-sponsored by Madison County and it was only open to Madison County residents. Approximately 250 cars dropped off items netting 21.5
tons.

On October 8, 2009, the County cleaned a section of the 3 acre wetland near Horseshoe Lake as part of the Stream Cleanup Day. Elghty-two tires and 11
bags of trash sleng with 2 cowches, 1 box spring mattress, 1 aquarium, g section of carpet, and a metal rack were collected by the County. Thraugh a $1,000
grant from tha IEPA, the County provided collection bags, gloves, shirts, and assisted communities with coordination of the event. Each participating
community was responsibla for disposal of general trash. On September 19, 2009, as part of the Misslss|ppl Earthtcnes Festlval, the Sierra Club hosted a
River Cleanup for the Misslsslppi River in Alton, [L, From boets, volunteers wera shuttled to islands and shares to remove trash and debrls.
